ATTENDANCE
It is important to be in class everyday.  Try to avoid scheduling appointments, meetings, or trips during class time.  However, in case of absence check your calendar, or the class calendar in Schoology or my website or call someone in your class to get the days work. CLASSROOM MATERIALS
Paper, pencil, book, and TI nSpire calculator should be brought to class daily.  In order to keep organized I suggest a three-ring binder.  Homework assignments, handouts and notes can all be easily inserted securely in their proper place.

HOMEWORK

Homework provides the practice that is necessary to learn any new skill.   I will try to give some time at the end of class to start your work, any unfinished work is expected to be done at home. Completed homework turned in to Schoology by designated time receives full credit, late assignment will receive half credit.   


In case of absence, you will be given the same number of days to make up missed work as days you were out excused.  It is your responsibility to get all make-up assignments and turn them in with in the allotted time frame.  Long term absences will be dealt with on an individual basis.


Assignments should be completed neatly in pen or pencil, showing all steps used to solve the problem.  Assignments that just list answers will receive no credit.  Homework is practice therefore credit is given for the completion of  problems.

TESTS/QUIZZES

I believe feedback is an important part of the learning process and I will try to give a test or quiz at least every other week.  


If you are absent for a test or quiz it is your responsibility to make it up upon return or to make arrangements with me if your absence was before you were notified of the test.  You may only make up a missed test or quiz if the absence was excused.

GRADES

Grades are based on a point system.  Each assignment, quiz, test or project will be given a certain numerical value.  To figure out your grade tally up the number of points you received on each assignment and divide by the total number of points possible for that assignment. Your report card grades use the WCS district standard of 25 percent for homework and 75 percent for assessments.

You may talk only during appropriate times and you must never give negative feedback to a question or answer from another student.
