The Title page is unpaginated. Use the following model to ensure that you have included all of the required elements of your title page.
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Starting with the Title Page and throughout your paper, you should set the page margin at 1.5” on the  left and 1” on all other margins.
Change the vertical alignment of the text
You can change the vertical alignment of the text within a section or of selected text only. You can align the text at the top of the page, center the text, justify the text, or align the text at the bottom of the page.
1. On the Page Layout tab, click the Page Setup Dialog Box Launcher, and then click the Layout tab.
